We are happy to report that on Tuesday, May 16, we banded three Falcon eyasses to mark the 30th year hosting a Peregrine Falcon nest box.  

Some interesting facts regarding the 1201 Third Peregrine Falcons: 

 

• 1201 Third’s nest box has hosted 80 hatchlings, successfully banded 69 eyasses and has been home to 68 successful Peregrine fledges.      

• 1201 Third Peregrines have confirmed sightings from the San Juan Islands to Los Angeles.  

• Banding of the Falcons was completed by Ed Deal of the Urban Raptor Conservancy.
